	Heated debates rage across the country about changes to the way teachers are paid. Some argue that the key to keeping the best teachers in the profession is to reward them for their excellence with "merit" pay. Critics argue that merit pay relies too strongly on standardized tests results that do not validly indicate who is a "better" teacher than others. The Virginia Department of Education is currently partnering with a small number of districts around the Commonwealth to test merit pay systems. This forum will bring together a number of speakers who represent diverse opinions regarding this reform. The session’s goal is to provide a democratic space where views can be shared, and where the public can join the dialogue.
